The goal is for OGIS to allow, whenever 
practical, the requester to exhaust his or her remedies within the agency, 
including the appeal process. OGIS has no investigat01y or enforcement power, 
nor can we compel an agency to release documents. OGIS serves as the Federal 
FOIA Ombudsman an d our jmisdiction is limited to assisting with th e FOIA 
process.
