This responds to your July 28, 2015, request for assistance from the Office of 

Government Information Services (OGIS). Your request for assistance pertains to 

your Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests to the Federal Aviation 

Administration (FAA). We apologize for the delay in handling your request for 

assistance. 

 

As you know, Congress created OGIS to complement existing FOIA practice and 

procedure; we strive to work in conjunction with the existing request and appeal 

process. The goal is for OGIS to allow, whenever practical, the requester to exhaust 

his or her remedies within the agency, including the appeal process. OGIS has no 

investigatory or enforcement power, nor can we compel an agency to release 

documents. OGIS serves as the Federal FOIA Ombudsman and our jurisdiction is 

limited to assisting with the FOIA process. 

 

You contacted OGIS to request assistance with a number of outstanding FOIA 

requests to the FAA. We contacted the FAA to inquire about the status of your 

requests, and the FAA provided the following status information:

It 

is not clear to us if you submitted a second request for the same information to FAA on March 9, 2015.  If 

so, it appears to be a duplicate of the case number 2015-001647. 

 
2 FAA explained that it combined both of your May 27, 2015, FOIA requests and issued one response on 

June 17, 2015.
